St. Jude’s RCIA program is a 
year round program. This mod-
el of formaƟon provides a form 
of learning, centered on the 
relaƟonship of the individual 
with the person of Jesus Christ 
and with his body, the 
Church.  It centers catechesis in 
the primary place where that 

relaƟonship is fostered and celebrated, in the community 
of faith that gathers Sunday by Sunday throughout the 
year.  “Within the cycle of the year the Church unfolds the 
whole mystery of Christ, from his incarnaƟon and birth 
unƟl his ascension, the day of Pentecost and the expecta-
Ɵon of blessed hope and of the Lord’s return.” This model 
also respects the journey of each person.  It assumes that 
those who come seeking iniƟaƟon will be welcomed 
whenever they arrive, no maƩer what Ɵme of the year 
that happens to be. 
 

In this model of sacramental catechesis, the Church uses 
the language of journey, conversion, discipleship and rela-
Ɵonship.  Rather than a program of specific instrucƟon, 
the RCIA suggests a fluid, gradual process of formaƟon, 
the heart of which is the paschal mystery of Jesus Christ.
